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East Ilsley young bellringers

I thought I would give an update on the progress of our bellringing school children.

We started teaching the children in April of last year with the prime aim of them ringing for the village school
building’s centenary in early October. This event quickly raced upon us. So extra weekly bellringing sessions were
arranged throughout the school summer holidays, and they just about managed to ring rounds with adult help.

Since then the After School Bellringing Club has continued on Wednesdays. Monday evening practices now start at
7.00pm with the first hour being dedicated to the children. We still have eleven of the original young ringers
attending and another child has recently asked to join.

Our Wednesday afternoon sessions now clash with after school football coaching so we usually only get one boy
attending with the girls on a regular basis. The occasional netball match also crops up on a Wednesday so attendances
vary from week to week. We do, however, understand the importance of allowing children to try their hand at any
activities available to them and we are heartened by the interest still shown in bellringing. The lowest attendance
we’ve had has been three children and this session was so worthwhile with the extra time available to give to each
child.

On Monday evenings numbers generally vary between six and nine. Most of the girls bring their teddy bears along
and it is amusing to see how differently the teddies are dressed from week to week. We also occasionally get a fit of
the giggles from the girls and sometimes I'm even seen to smile. Practice nights are obviously an important social
event for the children and noise levels can be a bit high between ringing. As we all know, no two learners will progress
at the same rate. The ringing capabilities of the children, therefore, do vary, as too does the length of time for which
they can ring in one go. We can, however, manage very respectable rounds and call changes on six and eight bells
usually with four children in at a time. Six of the children will attempt plain hunt on six or eight bells with sometimes
three children plain hunting together. Two of the girls are sometimes allowed to stay on a Monday until 8.30pm.
Depending on the number of adults present, they then get the opportunity to ring the treble to Grandsire Doubles or
Triples.

We get a lot of enjoyment from teaching the children and they have definitely helped to boost our own enthusiasm.
We cannot, however, do much without outside help. We very much appreciate the help that we get and thank all

involved.

We all three
went to Shoreditch to ring a ten bell one on the new bells on
St Patrick’s day and had a free meal in an Irish pub before
catching the train from Kings Cross and eventually
Paddington for home.

But my memory of David was when I was too late to get my
name down for a Tuesday peal at Dunstable Priory, a tower
that had eluded me on successive outings in that area.
Sensing my disappointment he said “Have my rope”. I
accepted it gladly only to be frustrated once again when I
was rushed into hospital for a hernia operation — David was
back in the peal again. That was David. He was the man
who came to Kingsclere after a phone call the night before. I
am proud to have known him.

David Boyd-Livingston was born on 25t January 1933 at the
West Middlesex Hospital in Isleworth. Both his parents were
nurses, his father in the Royal Army Medical Corps and his
mother in Queen Alexandra’s Royal Army Nursing Corps.
As a child David was evacuated to Camborne, Cornwall and
on his return boarded at Steyning Grammar School between
1943 and 1948.

I first met David in the mid 1950s when George Gilbert
taught him to ring at Burnham. He had joined the GPO in
1949 as a telephone engineer in Orpington and transferred to
Slough after completing his apprenticeship. I met him at the
usual practices, and also at Slough to whom he later turned
his allegiance, possibly because it was difficult to keep on
the right side of George Gilbert, and also because of a certain
young lady with whom he had become friendly! I had called
Janet Adamson’s first peal whilst she was still at school, and
she was friendly with my wife Audrey, so we were all
naturally drawn together.

I moved away to the other end of the county, and we didn’t
see each other for some time. However, by chance David

ceremony!

A number of other ringers worked on the same site as us
and we began practising change-ringing on handbells in the
lunch-hour until we were able to ring quarter-peals of Plain
Bob Minor and Major. As a band we never progressed much
beyond that stage, but David always spoke of it as a very
enjoyable escapade!

David had taken over the running of St Mary’s,
Aldermaston in 1969, and he put in a great deal of effort in
looking after their bells and teaching a band. One of his
learners was his son Ian, who began at the age of seven and
is now Tower Captain at St Andrew’s, Farnham. David was
not very ambitious on his own behalf, but very much
enjoyed what he did in helping others to achieve their
potential.

After we both retired I organised a band of pensioners and
started going out once or twice a week peal ringing. David
joined us once a fortnight and started to ring a lot more
peals than the two or three per year he had rung in earlier
times. Until his illness we rang more than 300 peals together,
nearly all for the Oxford Diocesan Guild, although about a
dozen were for the Ancient Society of College Youths, whom
he joined in 1972. His first peals were on the tenor behind or
on the treble, but he was a competent Stedman ringer, and
very much enjoyed his peals of Stedman Triples and the
occasional ones of Doubles and Caters.

David had a great interest in railway signalling and
communications. He and Janet spent the last day of their
honeymoon in a Devon signal box, presenting the signalman
with a slice of wedding cake! In the early stages of his
retirement he applied his interest in communications to
gaining his amateur radio licence, becoming G1KLC in 1992.

He died at his home on 234 November 2008, and a number
of peals were rung to his memory by his many friends.

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The New York Experience

Last September I was invited to
take part in a ringing weekend in
New York and I thought I might
share some of my memories with
you.

Holy Trinity, New York is a very
grand church with a beautiful
tower and spire situated on
Broadway directly opposite its
junction with Wall Street. If it
were situated in any town or city
in England it would form an
imposing landmark. However,
surrounded as it is by typical
New York tower blocks, it
appears dwarfed and

overpowered. The tower contains
the first ever peal of twelve bells
to be installed in the USA, gifted
by Martin Faulkes of London in
2006. The ringing chamber, of
necessity, is fully air-conditioned.
An extremely efficient sound
control system has been installed
with each side of the tower independently, electronically,
operated from a control panel in the ringing chamber.

The local band welcomes any help it can get from visiting
ringers and on Sunday mornings they ring enthusiastically
for two services. When we visited for Sunday morning
ringing they had around 15 of their own ringers present
with far ranging abilities. Methods included Plain Bob
Royal, Stedman Triples, Caters and Cinques and rounds
and call changes on twelve. At certain intervals in each
session the sound control is closed and bell-handling
tuition is given to their latest recruits.

Whilst the first service was taking place, several of the
ringers invited us to join them for breakfast in a café a
couple of blocks away. (Quite near to Ground Zero).
Tables were pushed together and we all sat round in one
group. One of the local ringers who had just returned from
England, where he had taken part in the UK08 ringing tour
especially arranged for overseas ringers, was asked what
he thought of English food.

‘Well” he said, ‘I've certainly had enough of Fish ‘n” Chips
and Sausage ‘'n” Mash to last me a good while’. He then

proceeded to put a fried egg on
top of his big bowl of
strawberries and cream much to
our great amusement.

Before we left The UK we were
aware that Hurricane Hannah
was due to pass over NY on the
& oaturday of our visit and, true to
| the forecast, it arrived on time.
The high winds were largely
cancelled out by the high tower

| blocks but the rain was certainly
torrential and lasted for several
hours. We all had some drying
out to do (shoes and clothes you
understand!!) when we got back
to our hotel. It was interesting to
see that many New Yorkers, with
no additional rain attire, carried
£ on walking or cycling during the
storm as normal. The rain was so
warm that getting totally
drenched was obviously not the
uncomfortable experience that
we would suffer in this country.

New York had been high on our list of places to visit for
some time so it was particularly pleasing that our great
hobby of bellringing gave us the impetus to go. If any of
you ever decide to go, I would recommend a visit to a
ringing session at Holy Trinity. Practice nights are on
Wednesdays and you are assured of a very warm welcome.

Having rung in a few of the quarters, I was very pleased to notch up a couple of firsts myself, but more notable
was the standard of ringing achieved by all, even with first timers involved. Some of my highlights of the week
were the five-minimus at Stanford Dingley, the well struck Double Norwich at East Ilsley, equally nice Stedman
at Lambourn and enjoyable April Day at Beedon, which incidentally was followed by a lunchtime pint of Berk-
shire Breweries” “Full Circle” very appropriately on sale at the Fox & Hounds at Peasemore.
